Other business
W Maxwell, in his capacity of President of the NWFA, read a letter from the NWFA which stated that the NWFA had resolved to withdraw its affiliation from the AAT.

Discussion took place on this topic and the related topic of the Leven River Access Project, for which funding has been obtained.  W Maxwell stated that the Leven River private landowners had agreed to see how access progressed in areas of Crown Land before conceding access over privately owned land.

The EO stated that it was a prerequisite for the AAT to commence the project that the NWFA should vote to support it.  W Maxwell said that he would endeavour to obtain a response from the NWFA at its next meeting, to be held on Monday 24 September 2007.

M Stevens thanked Sheryl Thompson and Wayne Maxwell for their efforts on behalf of the AAT.

In answer to a question from W Maxwell, M Stevens said that if at some time in the future the NWFA wished to re-affiliate with the AAT, it would be welcomed.  He stressed that it was the mission of the AAT, through the representation of all anglers, to ensure the realisation and maintenance of the full potential of the fishery, and stressed that north-western anglers were included.
